The history of English invelvement in Gaelic-spesking lre-

land dates from the twelfth century, with* the invasion of the

country by Amglo-Norman knights, and the subscquent rule

of King Henry 11. English law was introduced almcst im-

mediately. The new settlers, however, were to adope Irishs
ways of living, and despite attempts to halt this 1rend®, the

area of English controd (known as the “Pale™’) was still rela-

tively small by the end of the sixteesth century.

But during the sixteenth century, renewed efforts were
made by the Tudor monarchs® 1o establish English contsols
throughout the country. Plantation schemes® were set up to
encourage English settlers in the sowth, and support was given
to promote the spirit of the Reformation®. The Irish chiefs
were defeated in a series of wars during the relgn of Elizabeth
1, and this was followed by a renewed influx of Protestant set-»
ters, mainly from the Scottish Lowlands. James | made avail-
ahle large tracts® of land in the nonth of Ireland, and over
100,000 came to develop plantations there, Further campaigns
1o quell® Irish rebellion took plece in the seventeenth cen-
tury—notably® the one Jed by Ofiver Cromwell in 1649-50,»
